of the economy. It consists of both central government
and local government organisations. These firms and
industries are operated under state control. They are not
owned by private individuals. Public sector organisations
are run for the benefit of the general public.

THE PRIVATE SECTOR

Firms in the private sector are set up to make

a profit. This profit motive encourages people
either to invest in existing businesses — by buying
their shares for example, or by starting their own
business. Most firms in the private sector are
either sole traders (one person owning the firm), or
partnerships, or limited companies.

A typical example of a sole trader is the traditional
small shop selling groceries, newspapers, ice
cream and sweets. The person serving in the shop
is usually its owner. Partnerships are often formed
by professional people — doctors, dentists, lawyers
and accountants. The disadvantage of these

types of business is that they have unlimited
liability for their business debts. This means that

if the business fails, the owners will have to pay
debts by selling their house and other possessions.
The advantage is that it is much easier to set up in
business, compared to starting a limited company.

Unlike sole traders and partnerships, limited
companies have to go through many formalities
before being established. But thanks to

the principle of limited liability the owners are not
personally responsible for the company’s debts,
they can lose only what they have invested in their
business. In the UK (and many other countries)
there are public limited companies (plc) and private
limited companies (ltd co). The main difference
between them is that the shares of a private limited
company cannot be sold to the general public.

As a result, it cannot raise large amounts of capital,
while a public limited company can — by offering its
shares at the Stock Exchange.

Money has been called the ‘lifeblood of

any business’. All firms — whether they are
based in the public sector or in the private
sector — require capital to start business and
to grow.

Firms will have to meet short-term debts,
which come from trading activities such

as buying goods on credit. This short term
finance is a firm’s working capital. Any
business which has a lack of working capital
will face difficulties in surviving. It will not

be able to take advantage of cost-saving
discounts, since it does not have the cash
available, and its creditors will be demanding
payment of the money they are owed by the
firm. In this last instance, they could take
legal action to recover the amount owed by
the firm, forcing it to close down and sell off
its assets to get the required money.

Firms also need long-term capital, in order
to expand. There are many sources of long-
term capital: personal savings of sole traders
and limited company shares are two well-
known examples of such sources. Without
sufficient capital, firms will find it impossible
to grow.

MONEY IN, MONEY OUT

A bank is, at its most basic, a place where
money changes hands. As customers, banks
have individuals, families, businesses and
even governments. Banks offer a wide variety
of services.

Banks give and take money from people and
from businesses. Most people and most
businesses have at least one bank account.

The most common kinds of bank accounts for

both individuals and firms are savings and
checking.

A checking account is used by people and
businesses primarily to pay bills. Individuals
get their salaries into the checking account
and pay taxes, rent and make purchases
using the account. Businesses pay their
employees by transferring money from their
account to the individual accounts of the
staff; they also pay taxes and rent from this
account. They get money from their
customers and pay their suppliers through
this account.

A savings account allows customers to
deposit money into the account and leave it
there until the money is needed again. Banks
usually offer interest on savings accounts.
Interest is a percentage of the sum of the
account and is an incentive for customers to
deposit their money in the bank instead of
keeping it in a shoebox under the bed.

A special kind of savings account results in
the customer getting a certificate of deposit.
The customer deposits a certain amount of
money and agrees to withdraw it for a certain
period of time (like 6 months or a year). The
bank, in turn, agrees to pay a certain amount
of interest at the end of that period of time.
Interest rates on certificates of deposit (or
CDs, as they are more commonly known) are
usually higher than on regular savings
accounts. When the period of time has
passed, the customer is free to take the
money back, with interest included.

Banks also lend money both to individuals
and to businesses. A borrower has to pay
interest on the loan. This is how banks earn
money.

Among other financial services are money
transfers, issuing credit cards and providing
ATM machines so that people can get cash.
Banks are also responsible for credit card
processing. That is when you buy something
and pay with your credit card, the bank will
transfer the required sum from your account
to the seller’s account.

Other areas where banks play an important
role are currency exchange and international
trade, that is import and export transactions.

Subject background

Businesses come in many ways, from the self-employed person and sole trader,
through the SME — the small to medium-sized enterprise — to the
multinational with its hierarchy and tens of thousands of employees. But the
questions about what motivates people in work are basically the same
everywhere.

The first question that self-employed people get asked is how they find the
self-discipline to work alone and motivate themselves when there is no one
telling them what to do.

Some organisations (like advertising agencies) want to find ways of motivating
their people to be productive and creative. Employees and their managers in
this type of organisation are relatively autonomous — they aren’t given exact
procedures on how to meet objectives.

But others (like banks) need people who can follow rules and apply procedures.
These tend to be organisations with centralised cultures — exact procedures
that must be followed are imposed from above.

In organisations of all kinds, the tendency is towards relatively flat structures,
with only a few levels of hierarchy — this way, the senior management is
relatively close to people dealing with clients.

Flexibility. This has a number of related meanings. One type of flexibility has
existed for some time in the form of flexitime or flextime, where people can
choose when they work, within certain limits.

Then there is flexible working with some staff hot-desking, particularly those
who are homeworking, teleworking or telecommuting and only need to come
into the office occasionally. The number of teleworkers is rising rapidly,
thanks partly to the decreasing cost and increasing availability of fast
broadband Internet connections and mobile Internet.

A third type of flexibility is where employees are recruited on short
contracts to work on specific projects, maybe part time. Perhaps the
organisation only has a core staff and outsources or contracts out work to
external people or companies as and when required. Some management
experts say that this is the future, with self-employment as the norm and
portfolio workers who

have a number of different clients.

Subject background

You have a brilliant but unusual business idea. You could put all your life
savings into it, and ask friends and family to invest in it as well. But this may
not be enough. Or your friends may, perhaps wisely, refuse to lend you money.
You go to your local bank, but they don’t understand your idea and suggest
you look elsewhere.

You go to a venture capitalist. Venture capitalists are used to looking at new
ideas, especially in hi-tech industries, and they see the potential in your idea.
The venture capitalist also recommends it to some private investors looking for
new start-ups to invest in.

They provide you with seed capital to set up your business.

You launch your business and it’s a great success. But the amount of money it
generates from sales is not enough to invest in it further: it’s not self-
financing, so you decide to raise more capital in an initial public offering or
IPO: your company is floated and you issue shares on a stock market for the
first time, perhaps a market or a section of one that specialises in shares in
hi-tech companies.

You wait anxiously for the day of the issue or float. Interest from investors is
high and atl the shares are sold. Over the next few weeks, there is a stream of
favourable news from your company about its sales, new products and the
brilliant new people it has managed to recruit.

The shares increase steadily in value.

Now look at this process from the point of view of investors. The venture
capitalists and business angels, for example, know that most new businesses
will fail, but that a few will do reasonably well and one or two will, with luck,
hit the jackpot, paying back alt the money they lost on unprofitable projects
and much more. This exemplifies the classic trade-off between risk and return,
the idea that the riskier an investment is, the more profit you require from it.
In your IPO, there may be investors who think that your company might be a
future IBM or Microsoft, and they want to get in on the ground floor, holding

on to the shares as they increase inexorably in value. They make large capital
gains that can be realised when they self the shares. Or they may anticipate
selling quickly and making a quick profit.
Other investors may prefer to avoid the unpredictable world of tech stocks
altogether and go for steady but unspectacular returns from established, well-
known companies. These are the blue chips that form the basis of many
conservative investment portfolios. One day in a few years’ time, when your
company is mature and growing at five or 10 per cent a year, rather than
doubling in size every six months, your brilliant business idea may have
become a blue chip company itself.
Governments increasingly depend on investment from the private sector for
their public projects.
These public-private partnerships are financed by a combination of commercial
investment and public money from taxation and government borrowing.
